Superior Court Administrator Pat Austin met with the Board.

Furniture Request

Ms. Austin showed the Board pictures of various pieces of furniture. She asked
for approval to purchase furniture for two judges’ chambers, court reporters area, bailiff,
clerk’s desk area of courtrooms and jury tables. The bottom line cost is about $22,000.
The Board would like to order a new file cabinet at the same time for the court reporter.
The Board gave consensus approval. They asked Ms. Austin to have a resolution
prepared that includes the total amount, including sales tax, delivery costs, a couch for
one of the judges’ chambers, and a file cabinet.

No one was
present in the audience.

Mr. Wendt reviewed the information on the Action Summary (Exhibit 1).

Mr. MacPherson showed a copy of the parcel with 2004 overlay aerial photograph.

Landing Road/Glade North Road intersection. on the east side of Glade North Road
(Parcel #124-240-151).

Public Meeting convened at 2:06 p.m. Present: Commissioners Corkrum, Koch

and Brock; County Administrator Fred Bowen; Planning Director Jerrod MacPherson;

Engineer Tim Fife met with the Board.
Chiawana Park

A junk vehicle has been left at Chiawana Park. Mr. Fife showed the Board

pictures of the vehicle. The county can attempt to obtain reimbursement for the removal
costs from the owner. If the owner does not pay, the bill can be turned over to collection.
After discussion, the Board asked Mr. Fife to proceed with disposal of the junk vehicle
and attempting to obtain reimbursement.

The Board reviewed a field inspection report for Chiawana Park sent by the Corps
of Engineers. The only thing that will cost additional money above what Mr. Fife has
already told the Board is for pumping the septic tank. The Board said to complete the
work. The picnic tables that were purchased with state Interagency Committee (IAC)
funds have to remain in the park. The other picnic tables are stamped “Corps of
Engineers.”

Resolution: Right-of-way easement/Big Bend Electric Cooperative, Inc.

Mr. Fife asked for approval of a right-of-way easement to Big Bend Electric
Cooperative, Inc. Big Bend Electric needs the easement so they can provide power to an
area off of Sagehill Road. The county had acquired the utility and road easement for the
roadway when work was done on it. This easement would replace that easement.

Mr. Brock and Mrs. Corkrum both said they feel like the county is always giving
and nobody gives us anything in return. They asked if the county can charge for the
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casement. Mr. Fife said this easement replaces the one that Big Bend lost when the
county acquired our right-of-way so it probably doesn’t make sense to charge them.
Motion — Mr. Brock: I move approval for the chairman to sign on behalf of the Board.

County Administrator Fred Bowen met with the Board.

Public Hearing convened at 2:38 p.m. Present: Commissioners Corkrum, Koch
and Brock; County Administrator Fred Bowen; and Clerk to the Board Mary Withers.
Present in audience: County Engineer Tim Fife, County Planning Director Jerrod
MacPherson, and TRAC Manager Troy Woody.

Mr. Bowen gave a verbal description of the property. It is located on the river at
the spiliway just off of Columbia River Road.

Mrs. Corkrum asked three times if anyone in the audience would like to speak
against the sale of this property. Mr. Fife said he has some comments. Mrs. Corkrum
said because there is no one from the public, just county employees, she will invite
comments. Mr. Fife said we get into the county’s gravel pit site through this piece of
property. This property contains the approach and gate to have access to that ground.
Mr. Brock asked could we sell that property subject to a permanent easement? Mr. Fife
said yes. Mrs. Corkrum asked if we could make restrictions on the sale. Mr. Fife said if
you do sell it, reserve our ability to continue to get in that way and/or have the new
owner construct a different approach. He said this coincides with the Bureau of
Reclamation easement. For any easement that is granted on this property, the owner has
to have the Bureau agree to it.

Mrs. Corkrum said if the property is sold, whatever we receive from this property
will have to be divided between all of the special purpose districts, not just Franklin
County. Mr. Bowen said it will be divided between only the taxing districts that were in

place at the time the county received the property.
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Mr. Bowen told Mr. Fife that he and Mr. MacPherson have talked about the
easement. He said we want to structure the sale of the property to allow that easement.
He asked Mr. Fife and Mr. MacPherson to meet together to prepare the language
appropriately.

Mr. Bowen said a hearing will have to be advertised to take testimony for and
against selling this property. Then another hearing will be held to specify when the sale
will be held. If the property is declared surplus, an advertisement will be run for a public
hearing before the Board to take testimony for and against selling it. If the county
decides to sell it, another advertisement will be prepared setting a sale date.

Mr. Bowen said there have been increased revenues and expenditures in the fund.

Mrs. Corkrum dispensed with audience comment because Mr. Woody did not
wish to comment.

Mr. Bowen answered Mrs. Corkrum’s questions about the fund.

Mrs. Corkrum asked Mr. Bowen to have the Treasurer’s Office notify the other
appropriate departments in the county when money is taken from the bond fund.

Public Hearing convened at 2:49 p.m. Present: Commissioners Corkrum, Koch

and Brock; County Administrator Fred Bowen; TRAC Manager Troy Woody; and Clerk
to the Board Mary Withers. No one was present in the audience.

Mr. Bowen said this hearing is to consider increasing TRAC’s operation budget
by $100,000 due to increased revenues and expenditures.

Mrs. Corkrum asked is the City of Pasco in approval? Mr. Bowen said yes, he
has met with the city officials. Mr. Brock asked about the total figures. Mr. Bowen said
the resolution that is prepared is for an increase of $100,000. The total increased
revenues and expenditures is $99,736.79. The county’s portion is $47,943.33. The city’s
portion is $51,793.46. The difference was determined by Chief Accountant Tom
Westerman. He did a ten-~year review of all subsidies that were paid by the county and
the city to TRAC. It was determined that the county has paid an additional $3850 more
than the city.

Mrs. Corkrum said our source of revenue for the shortfall is the 1/4% excise fund.

Mr. Woody said aside from the recent accounting confusion, when it’s all said
and done, he had guessed the city and county would owe about $44,000 over the budget
itself for 2005 so the city knew at least a portion of this increase was coming. The big
variance that TRAC did not account for was the $70,000 2004 money that hit in August
2005. At that time, he was told by the Auditor’s Office that books for 2004 were closed
on January 31. Since that time, the auditor’s office has put the $70,000 back in 2004
without notifying TRAC. Mr. Woody said there have been a series of accounting
miscues, mostly in communication, all the way through the process. Mrs. Corkrum said
when one office adjusts the figures and removes some funds, they need to let the other
office know. She said the auditor and treasurer have agreed with her to include the
TRAC manager and TRAC finance director in the monthly county Financial Committee
meetings. Mr. Woody said the TRAC Finance Manager will balance monthly with the

Treasurer’s office.
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Motion — Mr. Koch: I move to increase the revenue and expenditure bottom lines of the
2005 Miscellaneous TRAC Operations Fund Budget #404-000-001 by $100,000. This is
Resolution 2006-056. Second by Mr. Brock. 3:0 vote in favor. (Exhibit 7)

Binding Site Plan 2006-02 (TRAC Business Park Property)

Mr. Bowen has received a phone call from someone asking that the county hold
the TRAC Business Park or a portion of it for the proposed water park in the Tri-Cities.
He asked if the Board wants to wait to sell all or some of the property. Mr. Brock feels
the county needs to sell the property now. Mrs. Corkrum feels the county cannot wait
any longer. Mr. Koch said he thinks we should not set the property sale aside.

Mrs. Corkrum would like to have the water park there but she doesn’t see that we can
give property away.

Inter Budget Transfer

Mr. Bowen asked for approval of an inter budget transfer of $31,000 from the
2006 Miscellaneous Cumulative Reserve Fund (Rainy Day) to the Miscellaneous
Expense Franklin County Public Facilities Construction Fund. Earlier in 2004, the Board
approved $91,000 for some projects at TRAC. At the time, only about $60,000 was
transferred into the fund. He is requesting the remainder be transferred now.

In response to Mrs. Corkrum’s question, Mr. Bowen is preparing the 2006
Economic Development Plan for Franklin County. The last plan was prepared in 1999.
Mr. Brock asked if the other entities in the county have to be included in the plan.

Mr. Bowen said he has discussed the plan with some of the other partners, all of whom
have expressed approval. The Economic Developmént Plan does not need to be updated
before the resolution is approved.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

The applicant has requested a conditional use permit for a contractor’s operation (parking/storing of
commercial vehicles and equipment) to be located in the Rural Residential 1 Zoning District at site address
7421 Road 42. The applicant has requested approval to park and store approximately 12 commercial
vehicles. The permitted use on the property is a manufactured home.

The 1.25 acres is located north of Pasco, south of Clark Road, west of Road 36, at the southeast
intersection of Road 42 and Ivy Road (Parcel Number 114-191-107).

SUMMARY

The Planning Commission held a public hearing on January 10, 2006 and recommended APPROVAL, in
part, (unanimous vote) with the following six (6) findings of fact and eleven (11) conditions:

Findings of Fact:

1. The proposal is in accordance with the goals, policies, objectives, maps and or narrative text
of the comprehensive plan;

a. The land is approximately 1.25 acres in size and is zoned Rural Residential 1 (RR-
1).
b. A contractor’s parking and storage of equipment (exceeding the amounts in the

County Home Occupation Permit standards) may be permitted with the approval of a
conditional use permit in the RR-1 Zoning District (as applied for with this
application).

2. The proposal will not adversely affect public infrastructure.

a. The impact on the public infrastructure such as roads will be minimized with the
granting of one (1) large, commercial type vehicle in the area.

The proposal will be constructed, maintained and operated to be in harmony with the
existing or intended character of the general vicinity.

a. The vicinity is a growing rural transitional area consisting of parcels that are 1.25
acre in size. The permitting of only one (1) and not the requested 12 vehicles would
be consistent with the intended character of the residential area.

The location and height of proposed structures and the site design will not discourage the
development of permitted uses on property in the general vicinity or impair the value thereof.

a. The site design and placement of one (1) large vehicle will not discourage the
development of permitted uses in the area if all conditions of approval are complied
with at all times.

The operation in connection with the proposal will not be more objectionable to nearby
properties by reason of noise, fumes, vibrations, dust, traffic, or flashing lights than would
be the operation of any permitted uses within the district.

a. The permitted uses, as identified in Chapter 7 of County Development Regulations
(Zoning) Ordinance 7-2005, in the RR-1 zone vary but generally include single-
family homes, agricultural and farming, produce stands, horse stables and
greenhouses. The parking and storing of one (1), rather than the proposed 12, large
commercial vehicles will assist in limiting the industrial type impacts (i.e. traffic,
dust, noise) to the permitted uses and the surrounding 1.25 acre residential
properties.

The proposal will not endanger the public health, safety, or general welfare if located where
proposed.

Conditions of Approval:

1.

The approval allows for a contractor’s operation to be located at 7421 Road 42 in the RR-1
Zoning District. Specifically, the approval will permit the parking/storing of one (1) large
commercial vehicle (typical non-residential type vehicle) associated with the applicant’s
contractor business. If the applicant would like to exceed any of the above approvals in the
future, a new CUP shall be requested or the applicant shall relocate to a more appropriately
zoned area (commercial or industrial area).

The site shall be maintained in a residential fashion and clear of debris. Dust control
measures shall be in place for the area currently used as a parking lot. This area shall be
planted with vegetation or other residential control measures practiced.
