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The Honorable Board of Franklin County Commissioners met on the above date.
Present for the meeting were Neva J. Corkrum, Chair Pro Tem; and Rick Miller,
Member; and Mary Withers, Clerk to the Board. Bob Koch, Chairman, and Fred Bowen,
County Administrator, were on vacation.
PLANNING AND BUILDING DEPARTMENT

Planning Director Jerrod MacPherson and Assistant Director Greg Wendt met
with the Board.
Public Meeting: Variance VAR 2007-01, an application by Dave Greeno, Eagle Reach

Court, Pasco, WA, for a side yard variance. The County Zoning Ordinance requires a 25

foot setback for all new home construction adjacent to an access easement. This

application proposed to encroach into the 25 foot setback by 15 feet and maintain a

10 foot setback to the public access easement (pedestrian/emergency vehicle) along the

applicant’s side vard area.

Public Meeting convened at 9:30 a.m. Present: Commissioners Corkrum and
Miller; Planning Director Jerrod MacPherson; Assistant Director Greg Wendt; and Clerk
to the Board Mary Withers. No one was present in the audience.

Mr. Wendt reviewed the information on the Action Summary (Exhibit 1).

Mr. MacPherson said this is a unique application. The property is Lot 13 of
Dreamview Estates. When this plat was approved as part of a subdivision in 2002, the
comprehensive plan and shoreline master program and subdivision regulations
encouraged public access to public shorelines. The property adjoins a Columbia River
shoreline managed by the Corps of Engineers. There was a 25° pedestrian easement
access at the river on the west side of the property and a 10” public access easement on
the south end of the property.

In response to Mrs. Corkrum’s question, Mr. MacPherson said the intent was to
reserve a future public access. If a trail is ever developed, it would be part of the public
access.

Mr. MacPherson said zoning and development regulations require a 25 foot

setback from access easements. The intent is really for vehicular access such as private
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driveways. It is a 10’ easement for pedestrians, not a 30° foot access for vehicles. The
homeowner has a total of 35 feet of easements from their property line. The subdivision
has 124 foot lots. There is another 10 foot setback on the north side, leaving only a 70
foot frontage for building. The other homeowners in the subdivision enjoy a full 120 foot
frontage so they have 104 foot building frontages. He said staff and the Planning
Commission felt since this was a pedestrian access easement and the owners are losing
the right that others enjoy along the shoreline, plus they have the burden of bearing the
pedestrian access on their property, it could be reduced to10 feet plus an additional 10
feet from easements for a total of 20 feet.

Mrs. Corkrum asked if the property that is south of the applicant’s piece could
have the easement instead when it is platted. Mr. MacPherson said that would require a
formal vacation process. Mrs. Corkrum would suggest they do that. Mr. MacPherson
said the property to the south would almost lose a riverfront lot because of the property
line placement. Mr. Wendt said we have talked to Dobie Burns about Mrs. Corkrum’s
suggestion but Mr. Burns did not want to do that.

Mrs. Corkrum asked if the property to the south is sold to someone else, could the
new owner come forward to request a change? Mr. MacPherson said he could. The
property standards may not allow for it. At this point, the burden of 10 feet on each lot is
borne by both lots.

Mr. MacPherson said the only reason for recommendation of approval is because
it is a pedestrian easement. The only reason vehicles would go there is for an emergency.

Mr. Wendt reviewed the findings, which are standard except for 1(a) which talks
about different road situations.

Mrs. Corkrum asked Mr. Miller if he is comfortable with the application.

Mr. Miller said yes. In response to his question for clarification, Mr. MacPherson said
we’re not requiring the 25 foot setback on the south side of the property. We would be
requiring a total of 20 feet setback from the property line, changing from 35 feet to 20
feet.
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Motion — Mr. Miller: I move that we grant approval of variance application
VAR-2007-01 subject to the six findings of fact and four conditions. Second by

Mrs. Corkrum. 2:0 vote in favor. This is Resolution 2007-087.
Public Meeting: Conditional Use Permit CUP 2007-01, an application by the

Washington State Migrant Council for a Conditional Use Permit. Said application is to

expand the Ochoa Day Care Facility located in Rural Residential 5 (RR-5) Zoning

District. The expansion includes two new buildings with a playground area. The facility

has been operating under approved Conditional Use Permit 1993-10.

Public Meeting convened at 9:43 a.m. Present: Commissioners Corkrum and
Miller; Planning Director Jerrod MacPherson; Assistant Director Greg Wendt; and Clerk
to the Board Mary Withers. No one was present in the audience.

Mr. Wendt reviewed the information on the Action Summary (Exhibit 2).

Mr. MacPherson showed a copy of aerial parcel overlay on the screen. The
building plan was shown on the screen. In response to Mrs. Corkrum’s question,

Mr. MacPherson said the existing septic system will accommodate up to 130 people at
one time.

Currently the owners are proposing to put one new building in place. Future plans
would be to bring an additional building on site. The buildings are brand new modular
buildings.

Mr. MacPherson showed a photograph of the existing triple-wide commercial
modular building which he understands will be replaced over time. Mr. Wendt said when
the initial Conditional Use Permit was issued in 1983, the agency operated under a
different name than “Washington State Migrant Council.”

Mrs. Corkrum asked if there is a canal nearby. Mr. MacPherson does not think so.

Mr. Wendt reviewed the conditions of approval. He noted that the Planning
Commission did ask that the applicants come back in a 10-year period for re-evaluation.
Motion — Mr. Miller: I move to grant approval to Conditional Use Permit Application
CUP 2007-01 subject to the six findings of fact and six conditions. Second by
Mrs. Corkrum. 2:0 vote in favor. This is Resolution 2007-088.
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Public Meeting: Subdivision SUB 2007-01, an application by Thomas Kidwell for a

preliminary plat subdivision. Said application is to subdivide approximately 4.53 acres

into six single-family residential lots. The property is zoned Residential Suburban 20.000

(RS-20). The average lot size in the development is approximately 29,070 square feet in

size. The land is located within the Pasco Urban Growth Area Boundaryv at the northwest

intersection of Overton Road and future Road 52.

Public Meeting convened at 9:54 a.m. Present: Commissioners Corkrum and
Miller; Planning Director Jerrod MacPherson; Assistant Director Greg Wendt; and Clerk
to the Board Mary Withers. No one was present in the audience.

Mr. Wendt reviewed the information on the Action Summary (Exhibit 3). He
noted that Lentz Road would be called Road 52 if it were in the City of Pasco. Curlew
Lane is an access easement, not a county road.

Mr. MacPherson showed the property plat map on the screen. He said this
application is seeking approval just for the six lots. The development standards for the
roads will be controlled by either the county or the city.

The City of Pasco has not annexed the small island of property that includes the
proposed six lots. The city cannot create a city island inside of a county but they can
annex around county property. Mrs. Corkrum asked why did they do that?

Mr. MacPherson said the area is not overly desirable to the City of Pasco based on value.
He said there was a question whether they could do this. Mrs. Corkrum said she thinks
we should protest that to the Growth Hearings Board. She said this type of situation is
why it is so confusing. How can our fire department and police department respond? It
is ridiculous. Mr. MacPherson agrees. Mrs. Corkrum said it does not meet the intent of
Growth Management. Mr. MacPherson told the Board about ongoing work between his
department and city staff regarding updating the city’s comprehensive plan and other
planning work. Mrs. Corkrum said the whole area will foul up the voter registration.
Mr. MacPherson said Fire District #3 would respond to fires in the county island area
instead of city firefighters.

Engineer Tim Fife joined the audience.
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Mr. MacPherson said the city and county are a long way apart on several planning
items. He said we’re working on a common path but it’s going to be difficult.

A diagram of the proposed property division was shown on the screen.

Mr. Fife told the Board about a meeting he had with the engineer from the City of
Pasco. Mr. Fife said he told the engineer that the county will not change its design
standards for the road until there is an agreement between the county and city in place.

Mr. Fife told the Board about work that has been done to try to reach an interlocal
agreement regarding previous problems with the city annexing to the center of roads.

Mrs. Corkrum requested that County Administrator Fred Bowen be included in
the discussions with city staff and that the city manager be asked to also participate.

Mr. Wendt reviewed the findings of fact and conditions of approval.
Maotion — Mr. Miller: I move that we grant approval of subdivision application SUB
2007-071 subject to the six findings of fact and eight conditions. Second by
Mrs. Corkrum. 2:0 vote in favor. This is Resolution 2007-089.

City of Connell Building Inspection Services Agreement

The City of Connell has approved the agreement for the county to provide all
building inspection services. Mr. MacPherson answered Mrs. Corkrum’s questions about
the contract, the work that will be performed, and the funds the county will receive.

Mrs. Corkrum asked if the county will be taking on previously started inspections.
Mr. MacPherson said no. There are two homes under construction now but the county
will not be getting involved in those two homes.
Motion — Mr. Miller: I move that approve the Interlocal Agreement between Franklin
County and City of Connell for providing building inspection services for those areas
located within the corporate limits of Connell, Washington. Second by Mrs. Corkrum.
2:0 vote in favor. This is Resolution 2007-090.
PUBLIC WORKS

Engineer Tim Fife met with the Board.
CRP 500 East Foster Wells Road Phase 1l
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The Board reviewed a list of proposed appraisal values. Mr. Fife asked for
approval of the “Just Compensation” offers.
Motion — Mr. Miller: I move that we approve CRP 500 East Foster Wells Road Phase II
contract agreements with parcel owners William B. and Sharon K. Strebin, Irene Arnold,

and Premiere Partners. Second by Mrs. Corkrum. 2:0 vote in favor. (Exhibit 4)

Purchase of Lazar Paint Spraver/Striper

The Board had previously approved purchasing a paint sprayer/striper. Mr. Giles
asked for approval to purchase a slightly used paint sprayet/striper for $2500 that will do
more than the model originally approved. It will multi-task so it can be used to paint
stripes and paint buildings for small projects such as the remodeling of Annex and the
Jail. TRAC will also be able to use it. Mr. Giles told the Board about the cost savings for
several specific projects by purchasing the paint sprayer and doing the spraying rather
than hiring the painting done. The seller will also provide a handicapped space painting
device. The seller used the paint sprayer for only a few hours.

Motion — Mr. Miller: I move that we authorize the Facilities Department to purchase a
Greco brand Line Lazar Paint Sprayer/Striper, Model 3000, for use by TRAC and the
Facilities Department for $2500. Second by Mrs. Corkrum. 2:0 vote in favor. This is
Resolution 2007-097.

In response to Mrs. Corkrum’s question about the gas engine, Mr. Giles said the
sprayer has an extra long hose so it can go quite a distance. In addition, vents can be
opened in the jail while painting is occurring.

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Phase 2 Electric will do some work in the old Work Release facility in preparation
for making it a secure building as part of the Jail.

Blinds

Mr. Giles said all the blinds .on the second floor of the Courthouse will be
replaced. Mrs. Corkrum said the Board wants to have the blinds in the same color
because the darker colors did not seem to alleviate the sun and because they should match
the other blinds in the building. Mr. Giles said the fabric will be replaced. He has
obtained a price on blackout shades to add a second shade in the Commissioners Meeting
room but we need to have all the warranty items taken care of before we do the second
shade. The blackout shades will be put on a double cylinder so both blinds will fit in the
same slot. The blackout shades will be remotely controlled.

Franklin County Annex Parking Lot

Barriers have been put in place in the parking lot while construction is going on at
the Annex. However, people are still parking in the space and leaving a lot of trash.
Mr. Giles asked for approval to put a chain across the parking lot at night. Once the
Health District moves into the building, they could have the option to put the chain across
the parking lot at night or not. The Board gave permission. Mr. Giles will ask the city if
there is a prohibition against the chain.
Home Depot Credit Account

Mr. Giles asked for approval to obtain credit cards for the Facilities Department
from Home Depot and Lowe’s. The cost for parts at the two stores is about half the cost
of obtaining parts elsewhere. We're currently using the Road Department account.

Mrs. Corkrum asked who would have the authority to use the cards. Mr. Giles
said it would be himself and Robert Nelson, the carpenter, who buys supplies for projects.
Mrs. Corkrum said she thinks that would be fine. She told Mr. Giles that the auditor

needs to be notified of credit cards that are in use.

Executive Session at 10:56 a.m. based on RCW 42.30.110(1)(f) to receive or evaluate
complaints or charges against public officer or employee expected to last five minutes.

County’s Claim Administrator

designation being put in place. Mrs. Corkrum said she sees no reason for us to not
continue having Mr. Verhulp be the claim administrator contact because it’s working
well. She knows the Risk Pool is very satisfied.

Motion — Mr. Miller: I move that we designate and appoint Ryan Verhulp as the county
claims administrator in compliance with terms of Washington Counties Risk Pool Polices
and Procedures. Second by Mrs. Corkrum. 2:0 vote in favor. This is Resolution
2007-099.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

This application is a variance request to encroach into the 25” setback standard that is required for all
new home construction adjacent to an access easement. This application proposes to encroach into the
25° setback by 15 feet and maintain a 10” setback to the public access easement along the applicants’

side yard area.

The property is approximately 1.05 acres in size and is zoned Rural Community 1 (RC-1). The property
is located near the Columbia River, west of Kohler Road, near the intersection of Jayleen Way and
Ricky Road (126-150-198).

SUMMARY

At the regularly scheduled Planning Commission hearing on February 6, 2007 the Planning
Commission voted to forward a positive recommendation (unanimous vote) for this application to the
Board of County Commissioners subject to the following six (6) findings of fact and four (4)
conditions:

The majority of the lots fronting the Corp of Engineers property along the
River have approximately 124’ feet of road frontage. Each lot has a 10
setback from each side yard for a total building frontage of approximately
104’ feet.

The applicant’s lot has 124" feet of road frontage also, but has a 10" wide
public access easement along the south side property line. With this, the
setback standards are 25° ft from the easement and a traditional 10’ setback to
the other side yard (north property line). The total building frontage will be
approximately 79 feet.

Applicant is requesting to have a 10° setback to the easement (rather than 25°)
that would allow a total building frontage of approximately 94 feet for the
lot.

All new construction will maintain a 10’ setback from the public access
easement. The easement is for pedestrian access and emergency vehicles and
is not for normal vehicle access.
