Planning Director Jerrod MacPherson met with the Board.
Comprehensive Plan

Mrs. Corkrum asked what would happen if the county doesn’t agree with the City

of Pasco’s request for changes to the Comprehensive Plan. Mr. MacPherson said the

county would not approve it. He said a big fundamental difference is potentially going to
be the placement of the urban growth boundary and services to serve that area.

Mr. MacPherson said he has received some updated growth management
projection numbers from the State Office of Financial Management for 20-year
projections under GMA. Franklin County has already surpassed the figures established in
2002. They have given us almost like an emergency exception. The state is advising the
county to use the high mark instead of the median mark because the county has already
surpassed the median mark. Mr. MacPherson will be meeting with representatives from
the cities in the county.

Building Update
The April Building Report was reviewed.

Mr. MacPherson will probably be proposing a flat $100 plan review fee for
residential projects when the new fee schedule is adopted in July. Currently plan review
fees are only charged for commercial and industrial plans. However, most counties do
charge for plan review fee for all plans. About 30 home permits have been issued
through the first quarter.

The Planning and Building Department is already at 85% of the projected revenue
for the year within the first quarter. Mr. MacPherson has been working with County
Administrator Fred Bowen to determine whether to adjust the revenue figures in the
budget in July when the county budget is reviewed. Mrs. Corkrum asked do you need
another building inspector? Mr. MacPherson said we have plenty of building inspectors.
He needs another entry level planner. He explained some of the duties that are done in
the office including phone work, front desk, administration of the department such as
budgeting, and long-term projects including the Critical Areas ordinance. The town of
Mesa is not going to use the county for building permit and inspection work. The town of
Kahlotus has not yet decided. Mr. MacPherson is putting together a proposal to revise the
fee schedules to totally absorb the cost of another employee without being out of whack
with other jurisdictions. Mrs. Corkrum asked Mr. MacPherson to also work with County

Administrator Fred Bowen. Mr. MacPherson is preparing a computer Power Point
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presentation about his proposal and will be working with Mr. Bowen prior to presenting it
to the Board.

Chief Civil Deputy Prosecutor Ryan Verhulp met with the Board.

New Sheriff’s vehicle purchase

Mr. Fife said the details have been worked out for selling the Sheriff’s vehicle to
Dispatch and purchasing a new Sheriff’s vehicle. The key is the sheriff came to Public
Works wanting us to allow Dispatch to purchase his vehicle out of the Motor Vehicle
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Fund prior to the vehicle reaching the end of its life. The sheriff needs to pay all the
value and costs to do that. He understands they will buy a new radio and put it in the new
sheriff’s vehicle. The old radio will stay with the vehicle going to Dispatch. Any costs
will be borne by Dispatch. The price is set at the wholesale value, what we believe we
would get if we took it to auction, which is more than book value. We’re purchasing
from Russ Dean Ford off of the Idaho state contract which has reciprocity with the
Washington state contract. They’re matching that contract for $24,776.75 for the 2007
Ford Explorer. Mr. Fife said Washington State no longer buys four-wheel drive vehicles
unless they use alternative fuels.
Motion — Mr. Miller: I would like to make a motion to purchase a new Ford Explorer for
the Sheriff with Dispatch to purchase the Sheriff’s existing Explorer for the amount of
$24.776.75 including sales tax from Russ Dean Ford in Pasco. Second by Mrs. Corkrum.

Agreement; Port of Pasco

The Port of Pasco wants the county Public Works Department to do some work

for them. The generic agreement was developed by the CRAB Board many years ago that
allows the Port of Pasco to make a written request at any time. Mr. Fife said the Port of
Pasco wants the county to burn some tumbleweeds along a fence and also want us to do
some chip seal work near the Port buildings.
Motion — Mr. Miller: Mrs. Chairman, I move the approval of an agreement with Port of
Pasco for reimbursable work between Franklin County Public Works and the Port of
Pasco. Second by Mrs. Corkrum. 2:0 vote in favor. This is Resolution 2007-221.

Prosecutor Steve Lowe met with the Board.

Support of U.S. Attorney Office in Tri-Cities

Mr. Lowe gave the Board a briefing about efforts to have a U.S. Attorney Office
established in the Tri-Cities. He asked the Board to sign a resolution of support on the
‘consent agenda. The Board plans to sign the resolution.

Crime Lab
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Mr. Lowe said he is hopeful that a state Crime Lab will be put in place at
WSU Tri-Cities.

Office of public defense

Mrs. Corkrum told Mr. Lowe that the county is considering hiring someone to
oversee the indigent defense contracts with the possibility of establishing an office of
public defense in the future. Mr. Lowe said from his perspective, he thinks the county
needs an office of public defense. He said quality is an issue but his main concern is
having to frequently move matters on court dockets because private counsel are not able
to be there since they are not full-time county workers. Mr. Lowe said the money from

the state for improving courts can be used for an office of public defense.
